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President’s Greetings

Dear NOF members

The autumn newsletter gives the President of NOF the opportunity to
look over the past year and assess what has gone well and what
could have gone better. The Scandinavian Division of the Interna-
tional Association for Dental Research is older than the parent or-
ganisation, having begun as the Nordisk Odontologisk Forening in
1917 as described so well by Jukka Meurman in our new homepage
(http://www.iadr-nof.eu/history.html). The need for more international
collaboration was realised and prompted the NOF Board to join the
IADR as its Scandinavian Division. Many years later there was a
strong feeling that more collaboration within Europe would benefit
both NOF and the other IADR Divisions in the area. This lead to the
formation of the Pan-European Federation of IADR (PEF of IADR)
and larger and scientifically- stronger meetings held every other year
became an accepted pattern. At the same time there was a declining
interest in attending our single-division NOF meetings and, in recent
years, these meetings have been replaced by joint meetings with the
Continental European Division or other divisions within Europe.
Meanwhile, attendance of NOF members at the annual IADR meet-
ing has usually been good. Finding a suitable meeting formula has
been difficult and this was not made easier by the decision of IADR to
establish Regions to extend the popular Federation idea to the whole
IADR organisation. The NOF Board is working with colleagues in
Europe to make this transition from a Federation to a Region worka-
ble and stimulating for our members from the outset. It is intended
that the first meeting of the European Region will be in 2012 and we
are fortunate that Helsinki has been chosen as the host city so we
shall at last be returning to the Nordic area for a meeting. The Euro-
pean Region will have come into being before that date but we shall
begin by hosting the IADR General Session in Barcelona in 2010.
Many of you will know that my personal view was to move the Region
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closer together into one European Division from the outset of this
reorganisation but the prevailing opinion was to take one step at a
time and keep Divisions in place in the new Region, at least for
some years.

There are many new ideas being promoted with the forma-
tion of the European region and it seems likely that some “start-up”
funding for meeting organisers will be available in the future from
IADR Global, as IADR Central Office will be called. Of course there
will be payments in return but some financial guarantees will be help-
ful to meeting organisers. There is a desire to set up groups of single
or related disciplines, rather like the AADR model, for the European
Region and there is a strong desire among some Divisions in Europe
to promote advocacy of dental research, for example with the EU in
Brussels, in order to stimulate funding for dental research.

At the NOF Board meeting held in London it was decided that some
of the funds of NOF could be used to help, in particular, young re-
searchers in our region, including the Baltic States, to attend our
meetings in order to present their research. This has long been an
aim of the Regional Development Committee of IADR but support
has mostly supported particularly poor areas of the world. With the
current financial situation it was thought helpful to be able to assist
some of our new researchers and details of the scheme and the
method of application will be found elsewhere in this Newsletter.

Due to unforeseen family circumstances | had to leave the PEF
meeting in London before the General Assembly. This was to have
been my last appearance as President of NOF as my successor,
Mare Saag from Estonia will take over as President of NOF from
January 1st 2009. This is an important step for our Division as it
marks the first occasion that a member from Estonia has been
elected President. Mare has been a conscientious member of the
NOF Board for some years and has organised very successful re-
search conferences in the Baltic countries. On behalf of the Board,
and the NOF membership, | should like to welcome Mare to the
Presidency and wish her every success in this post at this particularly
challenging time.

In closing | should like to thank the many colleagues from throughout
the Nordic and Baltic countries as well as colleagues from other
IADR Divisions who have helped and supported me and the NOF
over the two terms of office that | have been President. To name
them all would make a list too long to be included in this Newsletter.
This is an organisation with an important mission of promoting dental
research in our region and | wish the NOF and its members every
success in the future.

During the last year there has been a lot discussion con-
cerning the organization of IADR, in regions and the future
role of the divisions. The PEF meeting 2006 in Dublin was
sucessful which has encouraged us to continue our work
towards stronger regions within IADR. This is not an easy
task, reminding me of similar organizational difficulties wit-
hin EU. However, strong european networks are necessary
in oral science and dentistry to be competitive in fund raising
in the future as well as in Ph D training. In tin 2007 we had
331 members in NOF and just 20 members were students.

Peter Holbrook and Jukka Meurman were
elected at the last NOF board meeting, 20080909, to set up a
new publishing agreement, more in favor for NOF, with the
editor Linde and Blackwell.

The assembly approved the accounts of EJOS for 2007 and
that the running publishing agreement will be terminated and
renegotiated.

Budget for the coming year

institutional members

Dues to the Association were kept unaltered and the budget
was approved.

b) Subscription fee to the Journal

The subscription rate for EJOS per regular membership is 40
euro. The membership due for regular membership in NOF is
70 US$ i.e. 55 Euro. The journal subscription fee was kept
unaltered for 2009. The assembly looked forward to a new
publishing agreement from 2010 with a lower subscription
fee just for the electronic version of EJOS.

Time and place for future Annual Meetings

The secretary general informed that he has been contacted by
CED and the organizer of the tentative CED-NOF-Israelii
congress in 2011 in Budapest, Gabor Varga. The assembly
was positive to a joint meeting in Hungary 2011.
